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On the 23rd May 2007 I held my first event at Maragota.   

I searched my PC and found my original Newsletter and 

details about my first event. 

At the time my circulation list was around 330 members…  a lot has happened 

in the last 18 years. 

Many members who attended my first event are still supporting me and are 

good friends. 

In 2010 I also started emailing the Loulé / Faro Area as at the time they had 

limited events so I was asked if I could also email that area and it was agreed by 

the office.  This continued for 14 years until very recently.  Loulé / Faro now 

have their own Events Organisers, Phil & Victoria, which is good news ... they 

are organising some fabulous events. ☺ 

In 2019, I also started emailing the Albufeira Area; but this was only for about 

18 months while they were without an Events Organiser.  Fortunately this 

wasn’t for long as they now have Karen, who is organising great events ☺.  

At one stage my circulation list rose to 1500 members… thank goodness I am 

now to a more manageable size of just over 500 members in the East Algarve 

plus nearly another 200 from other areas. 

Over the years we’ve had Wine Tastings at Malhadinha, Herdada do Grous & 

Quinta dos Vales.  Joint Trips to the Alentejo, Obidos, Granada, Aveiro, Coimbra 

and a Douro Cruise.  We’ve sailed up the Guadiana on a Boat Trip (more than 

once!) and also had a Zip Wire Experience.  Film & Dinner Nights, Olive Oil 

Tastings, Quizzes, Full Moon Party Nights, Summer Balls, Sunset Cruises, 

Moroccan Nights with Belly Dancers, Valentines Lunches, visits to Country 

Clubs… not forgetting Fashion Shows.  Plus lunches in some lovely restaurants, 

Limoni, Tribulum, Barbacoa, Aquarelle, Bamboo, Check-In to name but a few.  

In addition so many Christmas Dinner Dances, some at the Pousada in Tavira & 

Estoi, Vila Monte and the Real Marina Hotel.  We’ve also had monthly Walking 

Groups and Coffee & Chat Mornings. 

While looking through files on my PC I found some lovely photos of many of our 

events which made me smile and so many good memories came flooding back. 

I think I can safely say the last 18 years have been eventful.  That’s not 

forgetting when I first arrived in Portugal I only had one Granddaughter who 

was 7, she is now 24, plus I now have two Grandsons who are 18 and 16. 

During this time Graeme and I also launched our East Algarve Animal 

Sterilisation Programme, StreetLife. (www.streetlife.pt)  -  an official registered 

Association.  With the help of many afpop members and supporters we now 

have sterilised in the region of 1400 dogs, supporting families on low incomes 

to sterilise their dogs helping to prevent unwanted puppies... also helping a 

number of Animal Shelters to sterilise the strays they rescue.  What a team we all make!   

It’s definitely the fun place to be...☺

StreetLife thanks all of our afpop supporters… 

8 years ago StreetLife was launched in our East Algarve / Sotavento area… it’s our own 

Local Animal Sterilisation Programme.  Several afpop members are part of the 

Management Committee.  We are a registered charity : 515 892 750 

We help families on low incomes to get their dogs sterilised—avoiding unwanted 

puppies that often get dumped in rubbish bins.  We also support 6 Partner Shelters, 

helping them to sterilise the strays they rescue before they can hopefully be rehomed.  

We work with 11 Partner Vets across our East Algarve / Sotavento Area. 

Our last “Be Wise -Sterilise Campaign” in November resulted in nearly 190 dogs being 

sterilised at a cost of €26,000 +.  Since StreetLife was launched we have sterilised 1400 

dogs… a great achievement which the East Algarve should be proud of. 

THANK YOU!!  Three or four times a year we hold fundraising events and many afpop 

members attend and support StreetLife.  From time to time we like to update everyone 

on what you are helping us to achieve.   

Together we are making a difference ☺!
